Peoria - George E. "Bud" Fulton, 79, of Peoria, passed away on Monday,
March 29, 2021 at OSF St. Francis Medical Center in Peoria. He was born on
May 14, 1941 in Farmington, a son of Everett "Jug" and Louise (Faletti)

Bud joined the United States Air Force and served from 1959 to 1963 as an
aircraft mechanic. While stationed in Portland, OR, he met and married
Deanna K. Dusky on December 14, 1961.

 Bud joined the Peoria Police Department in 1971. During his 22 year career,

he was honored to have received the Police Officer of the Year Award,
Combat Valor Award, Distinguished Service Award, Life Saving Award, and
the American Legion Award. He retired on July 31, 1999. 

 

Bud loved the outdoors. His cabin and 16 acres on the Sangamon River was
his heaven on earth. He loved fishing, especially for those big catfish on the
Illinois River. He was an avid deer hunter with both the shotgun and the bow.
He enjoyed mushroom hunting in the spring and fall. Bud loved to cook. The
bigger the mess, the better the meal. Bud loved an audience and a couple of
drinks, but "Don't let the door hit you in the ass". Bud's family was what he
held most near and dear to his heart. He had a special love for his dog Lily
who was his constant companion.
