He was a 75 year member of the Masons and member of the American
Legion. Upon retiring he worked part time at Peoria Convention and Visitors
Bureau and sold military conventions and then chaired one of his favorite
events in 1997 "The Walk to Emmaus" religious convention held in Peoria.
